e Fill out the registration information to create your online reading log.

e Keep track of the number of minutes you read and record them in your online
reading log.

¢ Visit the library and receive one library dollar for every 60 minutes of reading
time for a maximum of ten library dollars during the summer.

e Complete your reading log and you will receive a certificate and a place on our
Wall of Fame.

e Keep reading to become eligible for special drawings throughout the summer.
